January 19, 2010

1. Call to Order:  7:06 pm by Goldberg. 

2. Secretary’s Report: Motion to approve December 7 & 15 minutes by Dail, 2nd by Mueller.   Motion approved and minutes placed on file.

3. Treasurer’s report: Reviewed and placed on file. Goldberg will review report with Russell with the goal of a report that is accurate, easy to understand and gives meaningful information to the trustees.

4. Technology report

a. Internet connection: Internet was down for a few days due to work by Argent in town.

b. Automation updates: Anderson reported no recent update from the state. Several 

libraries in the state have migrated from Winnebago to the Alexandria system or the Evergreen system. Anderson will try to get rough costs for these two systems for next meeting.

c. Tech support changes: David Gallucio, our tech support person, is raising his hourly

charges from $45 to $50/hr.  He is investigating setting up a remote tech support system and is asking $100 per library for the system license. Anderson will ask for a proposal in writing. Further clarification is needed as to whether this is a one time or annual charge and if he charges for travel.

       b. Sign board: The Friends are also interested in a signboard.  There was continued discussion as to whether it should be a temporary (sandwich board style) or permanent (like the school) type.         c. Shelving: Anderson is getting quotes from the vendor.

        a. Budget balance return:  Anderson reported that there were unspent monies of $1,577.32 in the operating fund last year that will be returned to the town.

After  the  matters under consideration were discussed, a motion was made by Goldberg, 2nd by Mueller to seal the minutes of this session. Motion passed.  Motion made by Goldberg, 2nd by Dail to come out of nonpublic session.  Motion passed.

        c. Budget hearing on 1/30 at 3pm: Goldberg encouraged all trustees to attend.
