October 20, 2009

1. Call to Order: 7:49 pm by Goldberg.

2. Secretary’s Report: Motion to approve September 15 minutes by Mueller, 2nd by Guyette. Motion approved and minutes placed on file.

3. Treasurer’s report: Reviewed and placed on file. Noted that supplies line was slightly over budget. Anderson will look into this.

4. Technology report

a. Tech meeting November 10: Options for new automation system to be discussed.

b. New state system update: Anderson informed that at a recent meeting the State

Library said it planned in 2010 to host an automation system (Koha and Evergreen are presently being evaluated) that individual libraries could buy into, similar to the current model for downloadable books. At the meeting Anderson volunteered the Chesterfield Library as a test library.

5. Policies

      a. Dublin:Personnel management meeting: Anderson, Goldberg and Cheever attended. An informative meeting where policies on hiring and reviewing personnel were discussed, as well as relevant state RSA's on library and town relations.

      b. Personnel policy changes: Copies of current personnel policy will be distributed to Trustees prior to discussion at November meeting.

6. Old Business

       a. Budget 2010: At meeting with Selectmen, the only change was in FICA.

       b. Signboard: Guyette investigated a sign similar to the portable one at the Methodist Church next door. The cost would be around $300.  Also discussed was a new permanent sign similar to the school's where events could be announced with changeable letters. Guyette will check with the sign company for pricing.

 7. New Business

        a.  Young Adult “corner”: Anderson detailed plans for a Young Adult corner located where the large print books and audio books are currently. Besides shifting material, needs include a tall section of shelving and some comfortable furniture. She will get pricing for the shelving and inquire if potential donors are agreeable to the project. She hopes to enlist teens in the planning and work.

           a. Halloween Party:  Saturday, October 31, 5-6 pm, in Town Hall.

   b. Pie/bake sale for Thanksgiving: Forms for ordering breads and pies for 

Thanksgiving are available.

   c. Author contest 2010: Two new categories have been added – stories with pictures,

and storytelling.  There will be a limit of two entries per person and one entry per person in a category.

9. Other: On a motion from Goldberg and 2nd from Cheever, a $25 donation from William Mansfield (through the Rotary Club) was accepted.  Motion passed.

Anderson informed there would be a book launching event at the Town Hall in November for “Weather Facts and Fun” by Josh Judge, the WMUR meteorologist. The Library will be a co-sponsor.

Goldberg gave kudos to Waters and Anderson for the Library's attractive and informative new website.

There was discussion about holding the monthly meetings earlier.  A 7pm start time will be tried. Next month's meeting will begin at 7pm with Anderson's annual review scheduled first.
